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Fran’s Helpful Hints 
 

I have decided to occasionally replace ”Fran’s Helpful Hints” with some history of past photographers who 
made an impact on photography or became famous as a result of their skill with a camera. 
 

My first choice is photographer Hedda Morrison 1908-1991 whom I knew and truly admired. 
Hedda was born in Germany and after studying photography in Innsbruck, she chose to record 
German traditional rural culture. She became concerned with the rise of Nazism and departed, in 
1933, for China where she had successfully applied for a job. 
Hedda joined a small group of “expat” photographers who had been lured to China to “image” 
China for western audiences. Their photos captured an era which no longer exists, and is a record 
of China before the Peoples Republic was established.  She managed Hartungs's photo shop in 

Peking for five years and published two books of photos on China, featuring Chinese furniture, art and people. 
Hedda married Alistair Morrison in 1946.  They left Peking because of the political instability and went to Hong 
Kong for six months, then on to Sarawak where Alistair worked as a District Officer with the British Colonial 
Service. Hedda went with him on his official travels around the country. She enjoyed photographing traditional 
cultures undergoing change and development. 
They lived there for twenty years and Hedda produced two books of photos of Sarawak. This earned her “The Star 
of Sarawak” the equivalent of an OBE. 
Hedda and Alistair moved to Canberra in 1967. 
Many of Hedda‟s images show disrupting elements from the present, such as the NAZI badge on the lapel of the 
old man at the Stuttgart folk festival, tram tracks in old Peking and the Indigenous Sarawak chief in western 
clothing with extended earlobes and earrings. 
Hedda‟s work was a rich archive of visual material both artistic and documentary in its significance. Much of it is in 
a collection in the Powerhouse Museum in Sydney.

In order to participate in a competition the exhibitor must be a Financially Current Member of the Club and be of Good Standing as defined in 
the HBPC Constitution. 

 

THERE ARE TWO GRADES; A and B  
 

 A Grade is for more advanced exhibitors; however a new member can elect to go straight to A Grade, subject to adjudication by the 
Executive Committee. 

 

 B Grade is for beginners and new members, however new members may carry existing class status from any previous club.   
 When a B Grade Member has accrued a total of 150 points in monthly competitions over TWO years, (see Awards System below) that 
 B Grade member will be eligible to be promoted to A Grade, however that member will continue in B Grade until the end of that 
 calendar year. That member will then commence in A Grade at the beginning of the next calendar year. 
 Any B Grade member, who qualifies for A Grade as above, may elect to start immediately in A Grade; however that member‟s accrued 
 B Grade Yearly Competition Points will not be included in the current year's A Grade Annual Point Score Awards. 
 If a B Grade member does not wish to take up A Grade status when they have qualified to do so, their request should be made in 
 writing to  the Secretary within 1 month of being aware of their change of Grade. It will be then be subject to adjudication by the 
 Executive Committee. 

 

 THE CLUB HAS FIVE COMPETITION CLASSES WITHIN EACH GRADE: 
 

1.   Colour Projected Image Open Subject  
2.   Colour Projected Image Set Subject  
3.   Monochrome Print Open Subject 
4.   Colour Print Open Subject  
5.   Colour Print Set subject  

 

 Each exhibitor may enter up to two photographs in each class.  A Club fee of 50c (payable at competition night) is required for each 
Projected Image entered and 50c for each Print entered. 

 

 If a print or projected image does not receive an award, it may be entered once again in the same year, however if an entered image 
receives any award it may not be submitted again.  

 

Subjects 
Set Subject – A list of set subjects for the coming year is announced by December of the preceding year. 

       Open Subject – Can be any subject matter. 
 

Image Submissions 
 

 Any images submitted: 
 

 Must have been taken photographically within the last three years. 

 Must be the work of the Author – the one who clicks the button.  

 Must not use non–photographic elements such as graphics, text or clipart unless it is an integral part of a photographic image. 

 Digitally enhanced images, (prints and projected images) will be judged alongside traditional images. 
 

Projected Images 
 

  All projected images must be Digital in .jpg format. 

  Image size: maximum width 1024 pixels and maximum height 768 pixels. 

  File size must not exceed 300Kb 

  Entries to be emailed to the Image Coordinator or submitted on a CD by the date advised in the club Newsletter 

  The Projected Image entry should be clearly marked with the following information: 

  HBPC, Membership number, Grade (A or B), Class (Open or Set) and Title  e.g. HBPC-90-B-Open-“title” 

  No personal names to appear on projected entries. 
 

Printed Images: 
 

  All prints must be mounted.  

  Print and mount thickness not to exceed 4 mm.    

  Maximum mount size 400mm x 500 mm and minimum print size is 175mm x 125mm.   

  Beginners‟ prints may be submitted without mounts for the first entry only, thereafter mounts are required. 

  On the back of the print please write: HBPC-Your Name- Grade (A or B) - Class (Set or Open) - whether Mono or Colour- 
 Title of print: - e.g.  “HBPC Joe Blobs A Open "Sunset”. 

  Where the orientation of a print may not be obvious, it should be marked with an arrow. 
 

Awards 
 

 There are three types of awards as shown below: 
 

 Acceptance: An image that has some technical accuracy or artistic merit but does not warrant a Merit. 
 

 Merit: An image that is above average standard. It will demonstrate competence on the part of the photographer without 
 warranting a higher award. 
 

 Honour: This is the highest possible award and indicates that the image is of an exceptionally high standard and is free of 
 technical faults. 
 

 At the Judge's discretion a B Grade "Encouragement Award' may be given. 
 

 Any of the above awards are at the discretion of the Competition Judge/s and accrue points as follows: 
 

      Merit:   6 points 
      Honour:   10 points 

 

Annual Awards: 
 

All Points awarded in the Monthly Competitions accrue towards the Annual Point Score Awards which are presented at the end of 
the year. However "Acceptance" awards will not be eligible for entry in the "Printed and Projected Images of the Year 
Competition".
