"Thank you for asking me to judge, | always love looking at the images from this club. It is a bit difficult with
remote judging, to put on paper successfully what goes through one’s mind when critiquing. Some of my replies
are shorter, others longer, and a lot depends on my own personal skills in a certain area, and what | feel | can
help with. Also, these are just my opinions; others may see the images differently. So | would like to start with an
overview before the critiquing of the images. First up, for Set Subject, usually the more successful images for
a competition are images that are shot for that subject specifically, rather than just picking images out of
our library, saying that will do, it has (whatever the set subject is) in it. | have done this myself, and still do when
I am short of time or inclination. And | usually only end up with acceptances because of itt Another issue that | have noticed is
the evidence of manipulation, like cloning and sharpening. Cloning is not an easy thing to do, especially if you are working
on a large area. You have to really watch to make sure it matches the area, and not leave a repeating pattern. Sharpening can
also be overdone, and certain areas of an image show up worse than others, so be very careful of this as well. Congratulations
all who achieved Merits and Honours", Tina. (Tina's method of sharpening using Photoshop CS3 is included further in this
newsletter —Ed)
